4. NH-19 & NH-16 crossing towards Nibedita Setu. 
5. ‘0’ point towards old Bally Bridge / Nibedita Setu. 
6. Bamundanga Island towards Bally & Dakshineswar along GT Road & Vivekananda Setu. 

7. Near Salap more towards Dasnagar along Howrah Amta Road.  
8. Near Salap bazaar towards Dasnagar along Howrah - Amta Road. 
9. Kona more on NH-16 towards Liluah along Benaras Road. 
10. Kazipara crossing towards Kolkata & towards Howrah via 2

nd
 Hooghly Bridge & GT Road. 

11. Coal depot towards Howrah along Foreshore Road. 
12. Toll plaza towards Kolkata via 2

nd
 Hooghly Bridge. 

13. Ramp of 2
nd

 Hooghly Bridge towards Mandirtala. 
14. Near Alampur more towards 2

nd
 Hooghly Bridge along Andul Road. 

15. Hung-Sung crossing towards Drainage Canal Road & 2
nd

 Hooghly Bridge. 
16. Kona Truck terminal towards Kolkata & Howrah City along Kona Expressway & 2

nd
 Hooghly Bridge.  

17. Near Nibra More towards Kolkata & Howrah City along Kona Expressway & 2
nd

 Hooghly Bridge.  
18. All kinds of Goods vehicles will be restricted within Howrah Police Commissionerate area from 02.30 hrs. to 22.00 

hrs. 
 
NB: Goods Vehicles may also be diverted from any of the roads by the Traffic Police on duty as and when 

considered necessary. 
 
Exception: Emergency vehicles like – LPG Vehicles, Petroleum, Oil, Lubricants, Oxygen, Milk, Vegetable, Fish, 

Fruits carrying Goods Vehicles, etc.  
 
The above mentioned order for restrictions of Goods Vehicles will be implemented in addition to the regular
