Whereas it is necessary preventing danger, obstruction or inconvenience to the public to regulate traffic of all 

kinds during the Kali Puja festival on 31.10.2024 and during Kali Puja Immersion Days on 1st , 2nd  & 3rd  

November, 2024. I, Praveen Kumar Tripathi, IPS, Commissioner of Police, Howrah in exercise of the powers 

conferred upon me U/112(2)/115/116/117 of Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 vide Notification No 2827(A)-WT/3M-

80/2002 dated 01.09.2011 of Transport Department do hereby issue the following restriction orders as per 

following time schedule on the following roads –  
 

(I) In the interest of public safety and convenience the movement of Goods Vehicles shall be 

prohibited to ply towards Kolkata as well as within Howrah City as per the following schedule on 

the following roads – 

  
 

From 05:30 hrs. on 31.10.2024 to 04:00 hrs. on 01.11.2024.   
      From 07:30 hrs. on 01.11.2024 to 04:00 hrs. on 02.11.2024.   

From 07:30 hrs. on 02.11.2024 to 04:00 hrs. on 03.11.2024.  
From 07:30 hrs. on 03.11.2024 to 04:00 hrs. on 04.11.2024.  
 

 

Exceptions:- 
 

❖ Emergency vehicles like – Vehicles carrying LPG Cylinders only, Petroleum, Oil, Lubricants, 
Oxygen, Milk, Medicine, Vegetable / Fruits / Fish etc. 
 

❖ Port originated / Port bound Goods vehicles & Goods vehicles having gross vehicles weight 
below 1600 kg (Ex TATA ACE, Mahindra Zeeto, Suzuki Super Carry, etc.) shall be additionally 
allowed up to 4 PM. 
 

❖ Light Goods Vehicles shall be additionally allowed from 12 PM to 4 PM during the restriction 
period.

9. TOTO will be restricted from 14:00 hrs to 02:00 hrs on 31.10.2024, 01.11.2024, 02.11.2024 and 03.11.2024 

in the jurisdiction of Howrah Police Commissionerate area. 

 
 

NB: Goods Vehicles may also be diverted from any of the roads by the Traffic Police on duty as and 
when considered necessary.
